Overwhelming response to TTF Surat

TTF Surat draws to a close, with over 12,000 visitors

Surat, 9™ August 2009: The 74™ edition of TTF - India’s largest Travel and Tourism Fair, in
Surat came to an end at the Pandit Dindayal Upadhyay Indoor Stadium.

Among the Award winners were Rajasthan Tourism, Andhra Pradesh Tourism, Kerala Tourism,
Jammu & Kashmir Tourism, India Tourism, Surat Municipal Corporation. (refer list attached for
all the names and categories).

TTF Surat witnessed an enthusiastic response and till the end of the second day 6,000 people had
visited TTF Surat. By the end of the event, this figure was expected to cross 12,000 including 600
trade visitors.

The Fair was inaugurated on 7" August by Shri Ranjitbhai Gilitwala, Mayor of Surat, in the
presence of Ms. S. Aparna, Surat Municipal Commissioner, Shri Mukesh Dalal, Chairman —
Standing Committee, Surat Municipal Corporation and Shri Rajiv Agarwal, Managing
Director of Fairfest Media Limited, organizers of TTF.

TTF Surat had over 125 participants from all over India, including representation from 21 States.
Last year it had 75 participants from 18 states.
